18 years ago I travelled across the US exploring America’s deadly love affair with guns. I witnessed the grim results of these weapons in hospital emergency rooms, morgues and a confused aftermath of mass shooting sprees. After each new massacre the newspaper headlines were always the same: why did it happen here?
Since my book was published in the year 2000 more than half a million Americans have been killed by firearms in the USA,  527000 people dead and many more injured.

I decided to return to the subject, to track down each gun owner whom I had met and photographed those years ago to understand why despite this death toll there is such fierce resistance to even moderate gun control laws in the US.
