Script

Visit the campus of any top American University. This is the University of California Berkeley
and the racial diversity of students can be striking. Partly it's a reflection of America's
diversity, but it also reflects the desire among ambitious students from around the world for
an American education. More than six hundred ninety thousand foreign students came to the
United States to study this past year. Nearly a hundred five thousand of those came from
India and nearly a hundred twenty-eight thousand came from China. Foreign students often
excel, earning more than half the doctorates awarded by American universities in maths,
computer science and engineering.

“We've been a land of immigrants. We've brought in the best people from all over the world
all the time.” Vivek Wadhwa, now on the faculty of three American universities, Harvard, UC
Berkeley and Duke, came from India to the US as a graduate student and says the
Immigrant story has been the same for centuries.

“Whether they came on the Mayflower or Air India. They bought one-way tickets over here.
There was never an option of going back home because this was the only land of
opportunity”

Historically, most foreigners who studied in America ended up staying. Five years after
graduation 92 percent of Chinese who came here students are still here, and 81 percent of
Indians. The rest of the world has long suffered a brain drain as so many good brains came
here.
