Eric: Right now, you may notice your favorite store or restaurant is closed today. Rheya' s been following what's being called a day without immigrants and  Rheya are they calling this a protest officially?

Rheya: Eric no , organizers say this is not a protest. It's simply a way to show how important immigrants are in America. It's going to be happening in Des Moines and several other major cities. Now, organizers are telling immigrants to miss class, miss work, and not patronize businesses. While they say it's not a protest, it's definitely in response to President Trump's administration and the hard line he's taken on immigration, increasing deportation of illegal immigrants, building a wall on the Mexican border, and the travel ban on people from certain countries. Now, those participating say it's important to send a message to America.
“ If I don't participate, they will never get it, and we need to participate, so the message will get through to people.” 

“It's really to make the statement that this country without immigrants wouldn't run.”
Rheya: Rallies are also planned in cities across the country ,including Des Moines. We have a list of more than 100 businesses that will be closed today. You're seeing just a few of them here. A lot of restaurants, nail salons, laundromats, and also construction businesses. In addition, organizers say many immigrant children will be staying home from school today. A march is also planned for this morning, gathering at 11:00 a.m.at La Placita on East Grand, and then marching to the Statehouse. Again, organizers around the country say this isn't necessarily a protest, but a peaceful way to show immigrants’ impact on our society and our economy.
