Journalist: Our life, our memories, our most cherished family photographs increasingly exist as bits of information
on our hard drives or in the cloud. As technology moves on, they risk being lost in the wake of an accelerating
digital revolution. )

For centuries our lives have been recorded on paper, a storage medium that has lasted through the ages. This
papyrus sketch is more than two and a half years old and you can still see all the information on it.

By contrast these floppy disks were once at the cutting edge of technology but they’re now obsolete and any
information on them is extremely hard to extract and is probably lost for ever.

The computer history museum in Mountain View in the heart of Silicon Valley records how computer technology
has raced forward.

Paula Jabloner (Computer history museum archivist): Yes, it was atate-of-the-art but that was many, many, many
years ago.

Journalist: But the staff here are concerned that we risk losing something important as innovation leaves old
systems behind.
