SCRIPT :

Anchor : Irish agencies based in Australia say they expect an upsurge in the numbers
emigrating there from July with the introduction of changes to the country’s
emigration policy. The new rules should make it easier for emigrants to get more
permanent working visas.

Reporter : It's one of the world’s most famous beaches, Bondi Beach in Sydney, and
it's here where the Irish are settling down in their thousands. As a result, it's fast
becoming known as County Bondi. It's estimated that 30,000 young Irish are already
here on a two-year working holiday visa. But those who arrived two years ago at the
start of Ireland’s recession are now in difficulty as their visa’s at an end. Many are
trying different options like getting an employer to sponsor them, but increasingly
many are remaining here illegally. But there is better news for those hoping to come
here in the future : major changes to Australia’s immigration policy in July is
expected to make it easier for the Irish to get more permanent migration visas.

Interviewee : The new Minister for Emigration has indicated that he wants to
recalibrate the skilled migration system, putting more of a premium on English
language, proficiency in English and obviously skills. If you're looking to apply for an
Australian visa, particularly after July this year, the new point system comes in on
July 1.

Reporter : As a result, immigration experts say they expect to see a big increase in
the numbers seeking to come to Australia after July.
