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History of Lucy Attarian at Ellis Island (The Oral History of Lucy Attarian From Turkey)

Lucy Attarian was a five-year-old Armenian child from Turkey who came to America in 1921. During the legal inspection on Ellis Island, the immigration officials doubted that Attarian was her parents' child because she had light coloring and they were darker. The officials thought her parents may have been bringing an orphan into the country and so separated them during the legal inspection to test that theory.

I don’t know how they could disprove it, really as I said there no official papers but in our case , the reason that really raises the question was both my parents were so dark and I was blond haired and blue eyed, light complexion and he had a doubt in his mind. So he said to my parents, “You leave her here and walk away“. As soon as they walked away I yelled “Ma” or “Pa” or whatever it is and I yelled and he said “Oh, she’s yours, so go ahead. (Laugh)
