An army of volunteers arrived to pick the poppies planted for an army of war dead. The harvest began despite the rain, and over the next two weeks, almost 12,000 people will gradually remove more than 888,000 stems, each one a British or Commonwealth life lost in the First World War. 

‘’Someone’s father, someone’s brother, an uncle, someone’s family member.’’

‘’My grandfather Captain Jack Evans really, you know, because although he ‘d have done some,  he would have seen horrendous things and a lot of his friends would have died and I’m sort of doing it in memory of them really.’’

‘’I came and planted them because it was very emotional and I was planting a life and I also wanted to come back and take them out, which is even more emotional.’’

This sea of red will now begin to slowly ebb away, but the memories will live on. 

Each hand-made ceramic flower will now be cleaned and sent out to a new home. The sale has raised 50 million pounds for military charities.

‘’It’s time for conciliation & hopefully putting these wars behind us. And hopefully all these people haven’t died in vain.’’
