The Presidential Transition

Narrator: With the eyes of the world riveted on their every move, President Obama and President elect D. Trump setting aside years of venom in an awkwardly cordial first sit down.

Trump: Mr. President, it was a great honor being with you, and I look forward to being with you many many more times.

Obama: And we want to make sure that they feel welcome as they prepare to make this transition.

Narrator: Setting in motion a transfer of power after Trump’s stunning defeat of Hillary Clinton. Reporter Steve Holland was in the room for the historic Oval Office meeting

Holland: For two men who have spent the past year and a half attacking each other over political things, the body language was pretty good between them. The meeting was supposed to be a half hour or so, maybe a little longer, it ended up being a hour and a half. So it gave the President an opportunity to give Donald Trump a sense of what he’s going to be inheriting, giving him some idea of the enormity of the job of being President of the USA, and Donald Trump seemed to appreciate the gesture and said he wanted to have more meetings with the President.
