TRANSCRIPT:
I think the message of this film really is about the  power of  ordinary people to do something quite extraordinary ,to achieve extraordinary results in the face of tremendous adversity;

This is a story about an American couple who overcame obstacles not just here during the period of National Socialism but also in the United States as well ,they had to overcome tremendous obstacles because they were dealing with an American government that had these very rigid immigration laws and ,they overcame those obstacles ,and they did something quite extraordinary, they rescued a group of 50 children which turned out to be the largest

single group of so-called unaccompanied children even though this is a film about events that happened almost exactly seventy five years ago here in Vienna.

I think the message continues to be that even under the worst situations that confront us around the globe, whether it's today or 75 years ago ,ordinary people have the power to do extraordinary things . My wife Liz Perle  is one of  four grandchildren of Gill and Eleanor Kraus, they are, they were the couple from Philadelphia who carried out this rescue mission  and my wife always knew basically what her grandparents had done but nobody in the family really knew the full scope of this story.
