WATER IS LIFE

SCRIPT :

Water is life. Yet for millions of people the resource that sustains them also puts
them at risk.

"It's amazing that more than one billion people around the world still lack access to
safe drinking water and that has a huge impact on the quality of life of people
around the world, particularly young children. More than five million people die each
year from water related diseases. And about eighty percent of kids that die before
their fifth birthday are dying because of water related diseases.”

Desperate families seek out water wherever they can find it : a river, a lake or a
well. It doesn't take much to have a big impact. One clean inexpensive water source
can change an entire community.

Hundreds of lives transformed almost immediately. Mothers don't have to leave their
children behind to go collect water or do laundry. Families don't have to worry about
unseen illnesses working in a dingy river.

Having a good reliable water source nearby not only helps improve the health of
family members : chores take less effort, personal hygiene improves and families
have more time for what really matters.

Safe accessible and inexpensive water is a basic human right. Everyday should be a
good water day so families don't have to live drop by drop.
